Please follow these instructions when using IASB’s Student Achievement Data Tool:
1. Take note of the tabs at the bottom of the window: "Board Roles," "Profile," "5YrHistory" and "Cohorts.”

2. Click on the "Board Roles" tab. These are the roles of the board concerning student achievement data.
3. Click on the "Profile" tab. Click on the hot pink District box and select the district you wish to view. Click on the hot pink Subject box and select either reading or math. This page is intended to give you an overview of the district performance on ITBS/ITED.

· * Take note of the questions in yellow on the right side of the page. You should be able to answer these questions, based on the information in the graphs. 
** Note - When a subgroup (Low SES or Special Ed) has less than 10 students in a district grade level, the performance is not reported and will appear as "#NA" or "0."
4. Click on the "5YrHistory" tab. This page is intended to show a five-year history of the district performance. You can choose reading or math and grade 4, 8 or 11.
· *Again, take note of the questions in yellow on the right and answer them, based on the information in the graphs.
5. Click on the "Cohorts" tab. This page is intended to show the performance trends for students as they pass through the grade levels. A "cohort" is the same class of students, e.g. last year's eighth-graders as they passed through grades 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8. In the hot pink boxes, you can select the grade and subject you wish to view.

*** Note - five years ago only grades 4, 8 and 11 were required to be reported, so some data points will be missing.
